Ashe, Navy Agent, for the purpose of arrest­
ing S. B, Maloney, charged with attempting 
to convey munitions of war to the city for the 
use of jtho State ; Judge Terry being present 
interfered to protect Maloney, and together 
with others formed an armed party to escort 
Maloney to Dupont street armory. Hopkins 
called assistance and attacked the other party 
in the^streets. A struggle ensued, in the 
course of which Terry stabbed Hopkins with 
a bowie-knife and ho fell senseless.

On the same day that HSpkins wag stabbed, 
two vessels freighted wjth arms 'for the State 
authorities were seized op the bay by armed 
Vessels Ibelonging to the Committee. Subsc- 
quentlyl, J .  L. Durkee, commander of one of 
the vessels, was arrested by the Federal offi­
cers, and held in $25,000 bail, on charge of 
piracy. ,

The Committee disclaim any intention of 
opposing the federal authorities.
